Reports & Recommendations:

As in years before, if your committee, department, organization, or office requires you to present a written report to the Annual Conference, this is the information you need:
Boards and Agencies of the Connectional Ministries need to submit reports to Rev. Gary Keene by April 10th.  All others must be sent to the Conference Co-Secretaries by April 15th.  Be sure to list all Recommendations at the end of the report including a Statement of Fiscal Impact.  Fiscal Impact Statements must be also supplied to the CFA Fiscal Impact Committee c/o the Conference Center.
Resolutions & Petitions:
A Resolution is a request for approval on matters of policy or position submitted by councils, boards, commissions, committees, or agencies of the Conference, and/or at least fifteen (15) lay and/or clergy members of the Annual Conference. (see Conference Rules I-10)
A Petition may be submitted by any person, group, local congregation, District or other entity related to The United Methodist Church, to initiate business of the Annual Conference. (see Conference Rules I-11)

Both Resolutions and Petitions for the 2010 Annual Conference Session must be submitted to the Conference Secretaries by April 15th.

Style Guidelines:

To expedite the publication of the 2010 Preliminary Report, please follow these guidelines closely: MS Word file; Margins=.75; Times New Roman 12-point; Bullet points allowed; Do NOT use tabs or indents. Printed Material Pre-Order:

By request, a printed Preliminary Report will be available this year in addition to the online version.  This is available for $14, and only by pre-order.  Once we select an efficient distribution method, we will announce where to submit pre-orders.  Otherwise, one uniform Preliminary Report file will be available on our website starting May 1st.  Late reports or legislation will be uploaded to the website once one week prior to the Annual Conference session.
An Arrival Packet will NOT be distributed at registration this year as in the past.  Flyers, brochures, handouts, etc. that are not part of the plenary business may be distributed from specific booths or from a general booth set aside for that purpose.
