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Sylvester Jesus Gallardo died a day before his 96th birthday. He
was still active as a preacher, singer, violinist, and speaker and was still
driving freeways a few months before his death.

Rev. Gallardo was a pioneer in health screenings at churches and a
Boy Scout Leader. Many boys became Christians because of his
leadership. Ten years before he died, he received an award from the
Lord’s Lighthouse for his ministry among the homeless in Hollywood.

He was born to Apollonio and Anastasia Gallardo in Bisbee, Arizona,
on December 31, 1909, where he spent his early years with his parents
and seven sisters, When he was eight years old, he was invited to La Plaza United Methodlst
Church in Los Angeles, where he gave his life to Jesus Christ.

Rev. Wilbur Randolph “Padre” Johnson was a spiritual and social
activist. Even as a teenager having had contracted polio, he was able to
persevere through sickness, pain, and the loss of muscles in his legs. His
parents, Lucius Johnson and Corinne Atterberry Johnson, were a source
of encouragement and model examples of a diligent work ethic. Young
Wilbur did net fully recover from his bout with polio, but it was during
this traumatic time that Wilbur believed he was called to the ministry.
He completed high school in Pasadena, California, and went on to
graduate from Wilberforce University in Ohio. While in college he
became a member of Alpha Phi Alpha, and was elected president of the
campus chapter during his senior year. Wilbur continued his education
at Boston Umversity School of Theology. He graduated with a Master’s Degree and completed
course work towards a Doctorate ol Philosophy.

While living and studying in Boston, Wilbur met a beautiful young woman, Emestine “Tina”
Range. Her father, Bishop Cornelius Range of the Church of God in Christ, would invite young
pastors to the Range home for theological discussions. Tina's parents got to know Wilbur and
within a few years, the two were married on November 22, 1947. His first church assignment
was in Worcester, Massachusetts. But his vision and energy were recognized early, and his
second assignment was to build and grow Easzter Hill Methodist Church in Richmond, Califomia.
That structure and its unique architectural design still stand more than 50 years later.

Rev. Johnson’s intellect, leadership, and spiritual charisma continued to be recognized by the
United Methodist Church. He was asked to pastor a small church in Tucson, Arizona, and become
the first African American pastor to lead an all-white congregation in the history of the Conference.
His appointment was made before the 1964 Civil Rights Act, and made national headlines. Rev.
Johnson was dedicated and worked diligently at making this historic move a success. As a pastor
and social activist, he held many positions. He was an exchange minister with a church in Japan,
Executive Director of the Tucson, Arizona, Urban League, Executive Director of the Anzona
Civil Rights Commission, and active in the Ministerial Alliance in Tucson and Pasadena. In
total he was the spiritual leader of six congregations coast to coast, with his final assignment at
Scott United Methodist Church in Pasadena, California. He was the recipient of numerous awards
and honors over his lifetime. Even after retirement, “Padre” continued to mentor young pastors.
He had an avid love for vegetable gardening, exotic flowering plants, and fruit trees.

Through his life, “Padre” taught his two daughters, Dr. Gayle Harrison and Mrs. Karen
Donelan, as well as all those who met and loved him, that there is no other duty than to serve
God by serving mankind.
