The water has subsided in all areas except for river bottoms.  The damage is only fully known in the areas hardest hit and that are presently accessible.  As many as 200 to 500 families lost everything.  1 person missing.  200 – 300 homes flooded in accessible areas.  In areas yet to be accessed, the number is unknown.   500 persons are in shelters but shelters can’t handle them all. Many will soon return home, but will not have money for food and some will have no way to prepare it.  1 town cut off from communication.  Some agriculture destroyed – main source of employment for the area.  Some areas too muddy to be worked for now.  Fishermen can’t fish due to heavy surf and cloudy water contaminated by runoff.  Many schools closed.  Road traffic is able to get through very slowly.  Major current needs are food, water, blankets, 2-burner stoves, refrigerators, furniture, cooking utensils and coats.  Many houses in areas where there was no flooding still have wind damage, especially to roofs.  This will take a full year to stabilize.
